April 2nd marks a special day for children and families in Greater Victoria that will see dozens of Kiwanis members volunteering at Child Find BC “All About Me” ID clinics throughout the Capital Region.

Kiwanis members from Oak Bay, Esquimalt, and Victoria will be out in force in the community supporting the efforts of Child Find BC. Kiwanis has 13,000 clubs in 79 countries. Kiwanis clubs alone give on average $70 million and 6.5 million volunteer hours for community service each year. 

“The Kiwanis Motto is: “Serving the Children of the World” and supporting the work of Child Find BC in providing “All About Me ID” kits for parents is our way to Serve and Protect our children in our community said Ken Smith, Kiwanis Lieutenant Governor and Oak Bay Kiwanis member. Ken went on to say “these ID Clinics truly serve the children and aid in protecting families in our community by providing such a valuable tool for parents and community awareness and education on this important issue”. 
In 2009 over 10,300 cases of missing children were reported in British Columbia (*CPIC stats 2009). Children are reported missing virtually every day, and Kiwanis members in the Capital Region   want to be a part of the solution.

Child Find BC works with Community Policing and organizations to fingerprint children across the province. Since the inception of the program, it is estimated that over one million children have been fingerprinted across the country. All of Child Find BC’s finger printers are trained and this service is free for the asking. There is no charge for any services provided by Child Find BC.
Children, accompanied by a parent or legal guardian, are fingerprinted and the fingerprints are recorded in the ID booklet. A digital photo of the child is also taken and affixed into the booklet. The booklet is given to the parent and contains a detailed questionnaire for the parent to complete on their child. Such information includes medical and dental history, list of immediate family, friends and relatives, educational history, physical and mental characteristics and traits, etc. This completed document can be provided to the police by a parent should their child be reported missing. This document is kept only by the parents or legal guardian.
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
